CASE # 235 – It is proposed to renovate and restore the storefronts at 409-435 Wyandotte St.  OWNER:  Various owners c/o Howard Lieberman, City of Bethlehem
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate and restore the storefronts at 409-435 Wyandotte Street was presented by Christine Ussler

2. The proposed renovations will be undertaken as indicated in the drawings submitted to the Historic Commission with the following modifications or clarifications.

3. The transom panels on 411 will have approximately 4” square divisions instead of the 9” shown in the drawings.

4. The stucco on the north façade of 409 may be stuccoed with the proposed raised band, but the painted design, awning, and lighting must come back to the Historic Commission for review when design is finalized.

5. The stucco on the north façade of 409 is to be tinted to coordinate with the colors on the front façade.  The stucco should be a warm, middle value color and not white or light in color.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
