SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION

CASE # 236 – It is proposed to create a mosaic and painted mural at 316 S. New St.  OWNER:  John Lee, Jr.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to create a mosaic and painted mural at 316 S. New Street was presented by Community Artists of Bethlehem (CAB)

2. The new mural will be 33’-8” wide and 14’-2” high and will be placed on the south façade of the building.  The existing wall is painted brick.

3. The new mural will include both mosaic and painted elements.  The mosaic elements are mostly at the bottom of the mural.

4. All mosaics and the proposed concrete frame will be installed on concrete board (or other tile backer board rated for exterior use). 

5. The concrete board panels will be attached to the brick façade through mortar joints so that brick faces are not damaged in any way.

6. A concrete frame will be constructed by the artist, Mr. Imagination, and will have a straight, “hard” edge on the outside perimeter.

7. The Community Artists of Bethlehem will maintain the mural.

8. The proposed work was approved by a 4 to 1 vote.  Ms. Pongrazc voted against the project because she thought that the project should be voted on at the next regularly scheduled Historic Commission meeting on April 16, just four days away.  She thought the group was getting special treatment and that they should follow the standard procedures as everybody else does.
