HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1287 – It is proposed to reconstruct the historic building at 574 Main St.
OWNER:  Ashley Development

The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to reconstruct the historic building at 574 Main St. was presented by Tom Maloney, Jed Gilly, and Bernie Berninger.

2. The building will be reconstructed as approved in previous HARB approvals with the following modifications and new details.

3. The previously approved bi-folding doors on the Broad St. storefront façade will not be installed.  Instead the storefront façade will be built to match the historic storefront as closely as possible, as shown in the drawings submitted dated 4/24/07

4. The details of the storefront framing and trim will be constructed in wood as shown in the drawings.

5. The double doors on the first floor of the south façade are not approved at this time pending acquisition of appropriate easements from the Sun Inn.

6. The projecting cornices on the west and the north will be reconstructed in wood and fypon as previously approved.  The cornices on the south and east will be simplified and will project only slightly as shown in the drawings submitted.

7. The stucco on the south and east facades will match the color of the brick sample provided at the meeting. The stucco will have a smooth sand finish and will be scored to look like brick on the east façade.  The south façade will be unscored.

8. The new color scheme for the building will be as follows:

Window frames and sashes


Norwood “Woodland”

Window sills




Norwood “Red Pepper”

Remaining trim




Match to “Woodland”

9. The stucco color and texture, mortar color and style must have final field-review by HARB
