SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION

CASE # 239 – It is proposed to renovate and restore the facades at 102 E. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Gerald Fasnacht
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Ytsma adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate and restore the facades at 102 E. Fourth Street was presented by Gerald Fasnacht and John Lee.

2. The proposed renovations will be undertaken as indicated in the drawings submitted to the Historic Commission with the following modifications or clarifications.

3. The new aluminum storefront framing and panel system will be an appropriate Victorian color and not white.

4. The storefront glazing will be clear and not tinted.

5. The new front awning will be stationary with open ends and will be fabricated of Sunbrella fabric.  A similar awning will be installed over the three rear doors to replace the existing canopy.

6. There will be one 9 light 2 vertical panel door and two 6 panel doors at the rear of the building as discussed.

7. Vinyl, double-hung window replacements may be installed in windows not already replaced with vinyl.  The new windows on the west will have new wood trim to match the existing window trim.

8. High lime content mortar will be used for repointing the façade.

9. A final color choice for the storefront system and the light fixture selection for the front façade must be reviewed by the Historic Officer prior to the commencement of work.

10. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
