SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION

CASE # 242 – It is proposed to alter the façade and replace windows at 337 S. New St.  OWNER:  M.F. Ronca and Sons
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the façade and replace windows at 337 S. New Street was presented by David Ronca and Joe Russo.

2. The existing, failing metal cornice will be removed and the deteriorated brick parapet wall will be taken down only as far as needed to create structurally safe conditions (as shown on the drawings submitted).

3. A new aluminum, shaped cornice and cap will be installed as shown on the drawings.  The cornice is to be, at a minimum, 18” high and project approximatley 16” from the building wall.

4. The existing metal fascia on the upper wall (extending from the top of the bay window roof cornices down the façade approximtely 18”) must remain or be replaced as existing.

5. The new cornice will be .050 aluminum with a Kynar finish in an almond color similar to the existing trim color on the building.

6. The existing metal panels on the bay windows will be replaced with new aluminum panels to match the existing as closely as possible in molded profile and detail.  The new aluminum will match the new cornice in color.

7. The existing, non-historic, wood windows (dating from c. 1980) may be replaced with new, energy efficient, double hung, vinyl windows manufactured by Ellison.  The windows will have half screens and will be dark brown or bronze in color.  No white will be visible from the exterior, and the windows must fit the size of the existing openings exactly.

8. The exterior of the building will be cleaned.  Because the existing bricks are hard fired, stronger pressure then generally recommended for brick will be allowable.  If 600 psi is exceeded, the nozzle must be held at a minimum of 24” from the brick to reduce chances of damage to the face of the masonry

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
