CASE # 243 – It is proposed to install signage at 318 E. Third Street  OWNER:  Ashley Development Corp.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornice and seconded by Mr. Ytsma adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 318 E. Third Street was presented by Marc Jaxheimer and Robert A. Palik.
2. The new, single sided wall sign will be reduced in size to match the size of the existing sign on the neighboring retail space.  The logo may extend beyond the top and bottom edges of the sign.

3. The black colored back plate will be rectangular in shape to refer to the neighboring sign.

4. The clear aluminum sign plate will be brushed in a linear, not swirly, texture.

5. Vinyl window signage will be installed on the storefront windows as discussed at the meeting.  The signage will be located at the top of the window glass.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
