HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1297– It is proposed to install a double-sided, projecting sign at 77W. Broad St, Unit 11C.           OWNER:  Audrey and Faustina Talago
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 77 W. Broad St, Unit 11 C, was presented by Lisa and Tom Lutzi. 

2. The new sign will be approximately 3’ x 2’ in size and will be fabricated of wood.

3. The sign will be redesigned as sketched at the meeting.  The sign will be one piece instead of three as proposed.

4. The logo of the business will be allowed as required by the franchise company except that the stark white is requested to be altered to a warm, ivory white.  If the franchiser requires the stark white, then the ivory white will be used only for the lower portion of the sign.

5. The sign will be edged with an ivory outline on the upper red and green section of the sign changing to a green outline on the lower ivory section of the sign.

6. The font for the lower section of the sign is to be a serif style font instead of the proposed sans-serif style.  If the franchiser does not permit this, then the applicant must return to the HARB to review the allowable font.

7. The sign is to be hung from a black metal bracket matching the others existing on the neighboring properties.  The bracket should be attached into the previous attachment holes.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
