The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council DENY a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace a portion of the slate roof at 440 Heckewelder Place was presented by Jack Lightcap.
