CASE # 1301– It is proposed to replace fencing and paving at 516 Center St.           OWNER:  Peter Fluck
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mrs. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace fencing and paving at 516 Center St. was presented by the landscape contractor.

2. The existing stockade fencing along Center St. and a portion of the south property line will be replaced with a 24” high stone wall capped with brick.  Stone piers, 36” high, will be constructed at the walkway entrance and the driveway.  The piers will also be capped with brick.

3. The stone will be coursed ashlar and match the sample piece brought to the meeting.  The brick will be Glen Gery 53 DD.

4. A custom wrought iron gate will be installed at the walkway.

5. The new walkway will be paved with 53DD brick pavers.

6. The new patio at the rear of the site will be paved with Pennsylvania Blue Stone.

7. The existing garden shed will be relocated to the north property line as shown on the drawings.  The shed will be less visible from the street in this location.

8. All work will be undertaken according to the site plan submitted to the HARB.

9. A street elevation drawing documenting the appearance of the proposed work is to be sumitted prior to the issuing of the permit.

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
