The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a pergola at 425 Center St. was presented by Barbara Diamond.

2. The proposed pergola will be constructed as proposed and shown in the drawings submitted to the HARB with the following modifcations.

3. A columns will be 8”-10” in size and will proportionately match the details of the columns on the house.

4. The beams will be fabricated of 3” x 6” (minimum) wood members.

5. The “joists” will be fabricated of 3” x 8” (minimum) wood members.

6. The “joists” will be symmetrically positioned on the beams at 16” centers and will project 24” to either side of the beams.

7. The profile on the end of the “joists” will be cut as skteched by Mr. Bonsall at the HARB meeting.

8. The proposed lattice between the columns will be frabricated of 1” x 2” wood members.

9. The pergola will be fabricated of cedar of redwood and will be painted or stained to match the existing trim color on the house.

10. The proposed work was unanimously approved.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
