CASE # 1305– It is proposed to replace the deteriorated slate roof with fiberglass shingles at 257 E. Market St.           OWNER:  David and Barbara Roper
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the deteriorated slate roof at 257 E. Market St. was presented by David and Barbara Roper.

2. Because the house is not a unique resource in the historic district and because the existing roof slates are not decoratively colored or shaped, the HARB determined that replacement of the slate roof with fiberglass shingles would be historically appropiate.  

3. The owner secured multiple estimates and opinions before requesting replacement.  The roofers’ opinion was the roof was at the end of its life.

4. The new fiberglass shingles are to be GAF Slateline in the Antique Slate color.

5. The new roof must have copper or lead-coated chimney and valley flashings.  The valleys must be open and not “woven”.  The drip edge must match the trim color of the house.

6. The ridge vent is to be installed as specified.

7. The existing box gutter is to be relined as proposed with a copper edge.

8. The proposal to approve the work was unanimously approved.
