CASE # 1307– It is proposed to install new street lights at City Hall, 10 E. Church St.           OWNER:  City of Bethlehem
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install new street lights at City Hall, 10 E. Church St. was presented by the Historic Officer at the request of the Parks Department.

2. Two of the proposed street lights were temporarily installed at the front entrance to City Hall for needed lighting and for the HARB to see in context.

3. The HARB preferred the new street light to the old one because it was more historic in character and was more in keeping with the new streetscape planning undertaken by the Historic District Assocation.

4. The HARB requested that the entire street be changed to the new light fixtures for uniformity and unification of the street.
