CASE # 255 – It is proposed to renovate the storefront, construct a ramp, and install a wall sign with gooseneck lighting at 11 E. Fourth Street  OWNER:  Nikola and Sandra Tsiounis
The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the storefront, construct a ramp, and install a wall sign with gooseneck lighting at 11 E. Fourth Street was presented by Percy Lee and Israel Vasquez.

2. The existing door and transom frames and transom window must be retained and repaired in kind.

3. A new wood, full or ¾ glass door will be fabricated to fit the existing frame.

4. The existing filled-in storefront window will be opened to its full size.  New, dark bronze anodized aluminum storefront system will be installed in the historic masonry opening.

5. The framing element dividing the transom windows from the lower display windows will align with the existing door transom horizontal mullion.

6. The new glass in the storefront will not have any visible tint.

7. The proposed sign will fit over the new transom windows and not overlap the masonry or lower windows.

8. The sign will be fabricated of a smooth signboard material and painted in the design proposed.  The lettering and border will be gold leaf.  The lettering will be serif style as shown in the rendering submitted.  The sign will be illuminated with brown gooseneck lights mounted in the brick above the storefront.  All wiring must be concealed, and no exposed conduit may be used.

9. A new concrete ramp will be installed as shown on the drawings submitted.  The railing/guard will be fabricated with a traditionally shaped top hand rail and square supports.

10. Revised drawings reflecting the Historic Commission’s recommendations must be reviewed by the Historic Officer prior to the issuance of permits.

11. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
