CASE # 257 – It is proposed to install flat steel sidewalk doors at 813-815 E. Fourth St. OWNER:  John Gross
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install flat steel sidewalk doors at 813-815 E. Fourth Street was presented by Daniel Keck.

2. The existing basement stairs located in front of the two storefronts at 813-815 will be covered with operable steel doors at the sidewalk level.

3. Each basement door will be made of two reinforced sections of diamond plate steel approxiamtely 4’ x 4’ in size as shown in the drawing submitted to the Commission.

4. The doors will have flush mounted hinges and handles.  The doors will hinge on the street side of the doors and have stops installed to hold the door in an upright position.

5. The existing concrete curbs and handrails around the openings will be removed.  The concrete sidewalk must be patched in a professional manner.

6. The steel doors will have a natural steel finish.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
