SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION
CASE # 258 – It is proposed to alter the façade at 813-815 E. Fourth St  OWNER:  John Gross
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to alter the façade at 813-815 E. Fourth St. was presented by Daniel Keck.

2. The existing T-111 covering over the former door openings on the third floor of the attached buildings will be removed and new, fixed, smooth, 4 panel fiberglass doors installed.

3. The new fixed doors will have 36” high, black, “wrought-iron” guards installed to give the appearance of a balcony railing as seen on the Fourth Street Commons Building in the same block.  The guard railings should match the Fourth Street Commons’ railings in appearance.

4. The previously approved Fypon lintels over the window and door openings on the second and third floors will not be installed because of the discovery of brick arches beneath the removed siding.

5. The existing brick façade will be painted as proposed.  Those colors are as follows.  All colors are Benjamin Moore colors:

a. HC-83
Grant Beige


Body (brick)
b. HC-86
Kingsport


Window and door trim
6. The design of the alterations of the storefront level of the building must be reviewed by the Commission after the removal of the existing covering materials.

7. In a separate motion by Mr. Evans, seconded by Mr. Ytsma, the Commission amended the motion to include the recommendation that the existing brick be repaired and repointed, as needed, with a soft, high lime content mortar that matches the historic in color and texture.

8. The historic brick is to be washed with gentle, non-abrasive methods with a maximum pressure of 400 psi.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
