CASE # 259– It is proposed to install a neon sign at 22 W. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Alan Finnegan
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Ytsma adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a neon sign at 22 W. Fourth St. was presented by Tabitha Petrecz.
2. The new neon sign is a custom designed sign to be hung on the inside of the storefront window.  The sign is 54” x 14” in size.

3. The neon sign will have blue lettering and a white cloud-like border, and the tubing will be attached to a clear acrylic panel as shown in the drawings submitted.

4. The sign will be hung in the window with stainless steel wire.

5. The transformer for the sign will be minimally visible and unobtrusive or remotely located, if possible.

6. The existing projecting sign will be removed when the new sign installed.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.  This Certificate of Appropriateness is valid for 1 year from the date of approval.
