CASE # 1324– It is proposed to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for work not in compliance with a HARB approval at 222 W. Market St.     OWNER:  Angelika and Robert Cornelius.
The HARB upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Roeder adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The request to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for work not in compliance with a HARB approval at 222 W. Market St. was presented by Robert Cornelius.

2. Windows, transoms, and doors in the newly constructed sunroom at the rear of the dwelling were to have divided lights as shown in plans submitted to the HARB and as approved.

3. The sunroom was constructed with divided light transoms and a band of divided lights at the top of the doors.  The windows were single light and not divided.

4. The HARB decided that, because the sunroom was at the rear of the property and because the windows in the main part of the house are 1 over 1, the windows, transoms, and doors as installed were historically appropriate.

5. The proposal to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
