SOUTH BETHLEHEM HISTORIC COMMISSION
CASE # 266 – It is proposed to construct a ramp and steps and install signage and awnings at 213 W. Fourth St  OWNER: Raj Saraswati

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a ramp and steps and install signage and awnings at 213 W. Fourth St. was presented by David Herbert and Raj Saraswati.

2. The new steps located on the Broadway side of the building will be constructed of concrete and will have projecting bull-noses on the landing and steps.  The steps will have painted cheek walls and risers.  The treads and landings will be unpainted concrete.

3. The new handrails will be constructed of ¾” square steel balusters with traditionally shaped top rails with lambs tongue extensions.  

4. The new ramp on the Fourth St. side of the building will be constructed of concrete  as shown on the drawings.  There will be no guard unless required by code for safety.  If required by code the guard will match the railing on the steps on the other façade.

5. Awnings will be installed on the storefront level on the south side of the building and on the upper level on both the Broadway and Fourth St. facades.  The awnings will be fabricated of a Sunbrella type fabric in the color “Nightshade” (dark brown.)  Two of the three storefront awnings will have signage.  The awnings will have open ends, and there will be flat, fiber-cement panels behind the storefront awnings instead of glass.

6. The new signage on the building will include 2 large flat wall-signs, 2 double-sided, projecting signs, and one interior neon sign, as shown on the drawings.  

7. The flat wall and projecting signs will be fabricated of polycarbonate with a matte finish to approximate the appearance of a painted sign.  The material will have a flat, not pillowed, face.

8. Gooseneck lighting will be installed above the flat wall signs, on the projecting sign brackets, and above the storefront cornice as shown in the drawings submitted.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
