NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

REVISIONS TO THE CDBG AND HOME PROGRAMS

Notice is hereby given that the City of Bethlehem will hold a public hearing on Tuesday, March 18, 2008 at 7:00 PM in Town Hall, 10 E. Church Street, Bethlehem, Pennsylvania.  The purpose of the public hearing is to consider revisions to the 2003, 2006, 2007 and 2008 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Programs, and the 2008 Home Investment Partnership (HOME) Programs.  The purpose for these revisions is to reprogram funds from prior year programs, revise specific project budgets, and create a new activity. 

The 2003 CDBG budget will be amended as follows:

· Decrease National Register Nomination by $129, from $129 to $0.

The 2006 CDBG budget will be amended as follows:

· Decrease E. 6th Street Reconstruction by $4,954, from $4,954 to $0; and

· Decrease Project RAMP by $5,779, from $20,000 to $14,221.

The 2007 CDBG budget will be amended as follows:

· Decrease Public Works by $5,000, from $5,000 to $0; and

· Decrease Saucon Park by $75,000, from $75,000 to $0.

The 2008 CDBG Budget will be amended as follows:

· Decrease Carlton Avenue Reconstruction by $220,000, from $220,000 to $0;

· Increase Community Action Development Corporation by $5,000, from $25,000 to $30,000; 

· Establish new activity, Hayes Street Reconstruction, in the amount of $220,000; 

· Establish a new activity, Schweder Firehouse, in the amount of $75,000;

· Establish a new activity, Southside Lighting Improvements, in the amount of $16,284; and

· Establish a new activity, Police Wireless Study, in the amount of $30,000

These revisions effectively increase the FY 2008 CDBG Program budget from $2,160,505 to $2,1,95,927.

The HOME program will be amended as follows:

· Establishing a new activity, HOME Admin, in the amount of $14,654.

These revisions effectively increase the FY 2008 budget from $605,900 to $620,554.

The proposed revisions to the above-noted Community Development Programs/Budgets will be considered for adoption by Resolution of the Mayor and City Council at the regular meeting on Tuesday, April 1, 2008, at 7:00 PM, Town Hall, 10 East Church Street, Bethlehem, Pennsylvania.  

A copy of the proposed revisions will be available for review by the public in the Office of Community and Economic Development during regular business hours.
