CASE # 274 – It is proposed to construct a new egress door at 201 E. Third St.  OWNER:  Ranjeet Pawar
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a new egress door at 201 E. Third St. was presented by Patrick Ytsma, Spillman Farmer Architects.

2. The new egress door will be installed on the side elevation of the building at the location of a former door opening.  The new door will be recessed as shown on the drawings submitted.

3. The door recess will be finished with stucco returns, and the landing will be finished with 1” hexagonal ceramic mosaics to reflect the spirit of the front floor mosaics. 

4. Concrete steps will be installed from the landing to the sidewalk.  The steps will have a black “wrought-iron” handrail with traditional details.

5. There will be a recessed light in the ceiling of the doorway.  This light will be both emergency lighting and general night time illumination.

6. The new door may be a wood or steel door with six panels as shown on the drawings submitted.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.  Mr. Ytsma abstained.
