Whereas, the City of Bethlehem desires to apply for and obtain a grant from the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development (DCED) for approximately $2 million through the Federal Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) to address the property foreclosure issue within the City.  Funding will be used to acquire and rehabilitate foreclosed and/or abandoned properties within the City of Bethlehem’s NSP target area.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Bethlehem that:

1.) The application for such a grant is hereby authorized; and,

2.) Recognizes and accepts that the Department may offer a lesser or greater amount and therefore, upon receipt of the grant agreement from the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development, does further authorize the execution of any such grant agreement; and also, upon receipt of the fully executed agreement from the Department, does further authorize the expenditure of funds pursuant to the terms of the agreement between the City of Bethlehem and the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and the Controller are authorized to sign the agreement, and any other documents necessary in connection therewith. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Clerk of the City of Bethlehem is directed to execute a certificate attesting to the adoption of this resolution and to furnish a copy of the Resolution to the Department of Community and Economic Development.
