The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the façade at 217 Broadway was presented by Adam Gottwald.
2. The existing side entry door and transom must be repaired in kind.  This original historic door and transom must be retained.

3. The double front doors will be removed and the existing paneling extended to infill the area.  The paneling will match  the existing in stile and rail dimension, material, and detail.

4. The existing and new paneling will be altered by removing the existing solid panels and installing clear insulated glass.

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
