HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 293 – It is proposed to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for a window installed  at 701 E. Fourth St.   OWNER:  Ron Stauffer  
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Ytsma and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for a window installed  at 701 E. Fourth St. was presented by Ron Stauffer.

2. The newly installed box bay is located on a non-character defining façade of the building.

3. The new window and air conditioner replace an existing rotted window covered with T-111 and an old air condition.

4. The box bay window and air conditioner could be removed at a future date with no damage to the existing fabric of the building.

5. The new box bay window will have brackets installed under the sill to make a more historically appropriate appearance.

6. The brackets are to be approximately 12” x 14” in size and 5/4 thick.  The brackets are to be painted cream to match the colors on the building..  

7. The proposed work was approved by a 6 to 2 vote.  Mr. Cornish and Mr. Lezoche voted against the building because they thought the box bay installed was not appropriate for the historic character of the building.
