CASE # 1386– It is proposed secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for the colors at 64 E. Wall St.  OWNER:  Ellen Johnson
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Heimbach and seconded by Mrs. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for colors at 64 E. Wall St. was presented by Barbara Fraust as representative for the owner.

2. The existing paint scheme was approved in concept by the HARB at a meeting approximately two years ago.

3. The Historic Officer met with the property owner at that time to adjust the exact colors as directed by the HARB.

4. The colors were painted as adjusted by the Historic Officer, but the goldenrod color turned out to be brighter than expected.

5. The Historic Officer misjudged the brightness, but recommended that the HARB accept the color because the house is located at a significant distance from the street and because the color is a secondary, accent color used only on the window sash and on thin moldings under the roof.

6. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the colors as painted was unanimously approved.
