CASE # 1389– It is proposed to replace two skylights and the asphalt shingles on second floor sunroom and rear roof and at 437 High St.

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to replace two skylights and asphalt shingles on second floor sunroom and the rear roof and at 437 High St. was presented by Fred Bonsall.
2 The existing black asphalt shingles on the sunroom and rear slope of the roof will be replaced with GAF “Slateline” fiberglass shingles in Antique Slate color.
3 The drip edge and counter flashing will be black aluminum to match existing.  
4 Sieger snow guards matching those on the third floor will be added to these two roof sections.
5 Two existing VELUX fixed skylights on the sunroom roof will be replaced with new units approximately 30” x 38”.  The skylights are barely visible from the public right-of-way.
6 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.  Mr. Bonsall abstained from the vote due to a conflict of interest.
