HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 297 – It is proposed to renovate the façade and install signage at 832 E. Fourth St.

OWNER:  Charly Loch

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to renovate the façade and install lighting and signage at 832 E. 4th St. was presented by Charly and Pim Loch
2 The façade will be renovated as proposed with the following clarifications and modifications.

3 All in-kind repairs and replacements will be undertaken as proposed. 

4 The existing vinyl double hung windows will be replaced with new tan or white vinyl double hung windows.  The tan colored vinyl double hung windows are strongly recommended, but white vinyl windows are acceptable since they already exist.  The new windows must be the same size and style of the existing.  The window sills are to be repaired with epoxy fillers and consolidators (such as Abitron).  It is strongly recommended that aluminum not be reinstalled on the windows sills.

5 The existing transom window above the Fourth St. storefront window is to be repaired and reglazed with clear glass.  An interior clear glass storm panel may be installed.

6 Repair in-kind the rotted wood on the lower part of the store front window frame.  Repair the broken cement of window sills and paint concrete (dark tan) in color.  

7 Repair in-kind the cracked concrete base and concrete window sill and paint with a concrete (dark tan) color. 

8 Remove the wood cover and air conditioner above the entrance door and install clear glass in the existing transom.

9 Repair in-kind the cornice and repaint.  The HCC recommends tan without the proposed blue accents because of the proposed type of lighting for the building.  It was suggested that the proposed blue color be used on the doors.

10 All unused electrical, electric conduit, telephone wires and TV cables will be removed from the building façade.  

11 Existing gutter and downspout will be replaced with matching shape and size to the existing (half round gutter and round down spout).

12 Remove the old plywood cover from former window on the rear façade and replace with aluminum siding (same color and style). Repaint aluminum siding on the rear of the building with red brick color.  

13 New Sunbrella awnings will be installed at the two rear doors as previously approved.  The ends of the awnings are to be open.

14 The small window on the west side façade will be covered with ¾” exterior plywood and red brick cote the same color as the building.  This window is barely visible from public right-of-way.

15 A metal fence approximately 5’ high with gate in center will be installed at the rear of the building..  A specification was requested by the HARB..

16 New lettered signs, centered on each of the two facades (4th St. and Hayes St) will be painted on the masonry.  The letters are to be 12” in size. The proposed paint color must be submitted to the Historic Officer for final approval.  

17 Two canvas awnings (Sunbrella or similar) with signage as proposed will be installed over the two storefronts.  Each awning should be limited to the width of the storefront windows and not cover the entry.  The awning color and awning signage design must be submitted to the Historic Officer for final review.  

18 The proposed vinyl window signage is acceptable as proposed at the lower edge of the storefront windows. .

19 The projecting signs are not approved.
20 The proposed LED lighting to be located below the cornices is not approved at this time.  Detailed drawing must be submitted to the Commission for review at a future meeting.  
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21 The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
