HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1397- It is proposed to install signs throughout the historic district to guide walkers along the streets and walking trails of the city. OWNER: Central Bethlehem Historic District
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install walking signs was presented by Charlene Donchez Mowers.
2. The sign will be 9” x 9” and will have a blue background.  There will be a white border with Historic Bethlehem logo and lettering also in white.  The font will be as shown on the drawings submitted.  

3. The signs will be mounted on existing light poles or street sign poles only.  The installation will be done by the city traffic maintenance bureau. 

4. They will be located throughout the historic district as indicated on the map provided to HARB dated 5/6/09.  There are 48 numbered signs and approximately 35 arrow signs proposed in the district.

5. It was recommended that the Church and Moravian College properties be given an opportunity to review and comment on the proposed sign locations which are adjacent to their buildings.  If necessary, Historic Bethlehem Partnership should make adjustments to sign locations as requested by these entities. Any major changes would need to be reviewed by the HARB. 
6. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
