HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1399– It is proposed to change the material previously approved dumpster screening/gate at 370 Main St, Hurd Campus Residence Hall OWNER:  Moravian College Housing, Inc.

The HARB upon motion by Mr. Heimbach and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal change the previously approved screening material was presented by Christine Ussler.
2 At one of the previous HARB reviews of the new dormitory, the Board approved a wood lattice type screening/gate for the dumpster area at the west end of the site.  The College would like to change the screen/gate to be a powder coated, traditional picket style fence/gate with PVC privacy panels inserted between the pickets to obscure views of the dumpsters.  

3 Both the fence/gate and the privacy panels are to be black as shown in the photos.

4 The board approved the change because the PVC insert is secondary to the iron fence and because of its color.  The iron fence is the primary material and is historically appropriate. 

5 The Board recommends getting extra PVC panels for future maintenance of broken panels.

6 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
