HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1401– It is proposed to install awnings, a projecting sign, menu board, and exterior light fixture at 81 W. Broad St.
OWNER:  Dominic Villani.
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Benner adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposed changes to the façade at 81 W. Broad St. were presented by Elias Salahem. 
2. The proposed awnings to be located over the first and second floor windows will have open ends, a straight valance, and be black in color.  The fabric is to be a Sunbrella type canvas.  The slope will be at approximately a 45 degree angle.

3. The proposed awning signage will be on the first floor only.  No signage is to be installed on the second floor awning.  The signage colors are to be a yellow/gold and the logo red as proposed.  

4. The proposed projecting sign is to be a rectangular or oval in shape and 20” x 30” in size.  If oval, “Mediterranean” should be eliminated. The background is yellow and the logo and borders gold, and the lettering black.  

5. The proposed menu box is to be placed to the right of the monumental arch.  The size is to be 24” x 36”.  The box is to be made of wood and have a wood and glass door.  It will be painted gold and have a gooseneck linear “reading” light above.

6. No other restaurant signage will be installed on the building.

7. The modification of the front pilasters and urns is not approved.  These are character defining features that should be left intact.  

8. The proposed tile window surrounds will not be installed. Tile may be appropriate inside the arch but a separate and additional proposal must be submitted and reviewed by HARB at a future date.

9. The proposed pendant light in the entry recess will be 36”–40” wide and have pierced metal and stained glass, antiqued brass finish, domed top and bottom, and chain to match lamp.

10. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
