HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 303 – It is proposed to replace the existing gas station signage at 309 S. New Street         

OWNER:  Chester Taylor
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the existing gas station signage at 309 S. New St. was presented by Christine Ussler.
2. The signs to be replaced include the free standing pylon sign faces, the two canopy signs, the signs on the gas pumps, and the circular sign on the convenience store façade.  

3. The new signs will be red, white, and blue in color.  The pylon sign will have a new plastic sign face with borders and lettering as shown in the sketches submitted.  

4. The canopy signs will be vinyl decals placed over the area of the existing lettering and raceways (the lettering will be removed and a metal plate installed over the raceways to cover holes from the lettering.)  

5. The round building sign will be replaced with a square sign of the same dimension.
6. There will also be a 2’ x 4’ “No Parking Sign” installed on the wall of Sals Pizza, in the landscape,  and in the window of the convenience store.  These signs will not be illuminated. 
7. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
