HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1414– It is proposed to construct a roofed drop-off and renovate the front and side of the funeral home at 458 Center St. OWNER:  John & Cathryn Herron
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to construct a roofed drop-off and renovate the front and side of the funeral home at 458 Center St. was presented by Michael Jonn.
2 The covered drop-off area at the rear entrance will be supported by wood posts with detailing to match the historic photograph as closely as possible.  The wood posts will have stuccoed bases.  The roof of the drop-off will be a low sloped hipped roof as shown in the new drawings.  A low sloped roofed area will transition between the hipped roof and the existing building. 
3 To the side of the new drop-off area will be a screened area that will conceal stacks from a new cremation furnace and a future cremation furnace.  The screen will be constructed of a fence of sold boards topped with a lattice.  
4 A roof will be constructed over the existing parking area (facing south) and the sloped retaining wall to create an enclosed garage.  The rear wall will be reworked to have expressed short piers, a string course, and new divided light windows with expressed stucco head and sill.  The new garage area will have a 20’ x 8’ garage door and a 3’ x 8’ man door on the south.  The garage doors will be carriage style as shown in the submitted drawings.
5 The existing concrete porch slab on the south will be roofed with a new wood post and roof structure to match the existing Center St. porch details.  
6 New drawings will be submitted to reflect changes discussed an approved.  The drawings are to be reviewed by the Historic Officer for conformance to the approval.

7 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
