HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1415– It is proposed to construct an addition on the rear of the house and renovate the side façades at 54 E. Market St.   OWNER:  Timothy & Christine Stevens
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to construct an addition on the rear of the house and renovate the side façades was presented by Timothy & Christine Stevens.

2 The new addition will be constructed as shown in drawings submitted to the HARB.

3 The green aluminum siding on the side facades at the rear of the house will be removed and replaced with smooth “Oyster Shell” Dry-vit finish coat with “Sandpebble Fine” texture.  The Styrofoam substrate of a typical Dry-vit installation will NOT be used.  Instead, cement based stucco base layers will be used under the Dry-vit finish coat.

4 The rear portion of expanded kitchen/sunroom will have decorative Azek trim to match finishes and colors of exterior woodwork, trim and shutters of front façade of home facing Market Street.  

5 All windows will be aluminum clad wood Ultimate Double Hung Marvin windows. The windows will be “Cashmere” in color to match existing double hung exterior windows of the home.  New windows to have a simulated divided lites (SDLs) with metal spacer bars and Low E II insulated glass with Argon.  

6 The existing door on eastern side of kitchen will be replaced with a vintage, beveled glass and mahogany paneled door with antique hardware as proposed.

7 New sliding glass doors on western side of sunroom and the second floor door from the Master Bedroom will be Marvin aluminum clad wood Ultimate doors.  The sliding door will have a transom.  Exteriors to be “Cashmere” color (same as windows.)

8 Porch and stair railings will be HB&G PermaPorch railing system to match existing wood railing and will be painted “Egret” color to match existing house paint scheme.  

9 New columns under expanded kitchen/sunroom will also be painted the “Egret” color.  

10 Gutters, down spouts, and new standing seam metal roofs will be cooper.

11 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
