HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1416- It is proposed to install signage at 446 Main St.   OWNER: Sam Guttman
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 446 Main Street was presented by the new tenant, Arlene Brockel.
2. There will be a new flat wall sign above the storefront glass.  The sign will be painted on the existing fascia of the storefront.  The design of the sign will be as shown in the rendering submitted with the following modifications.

3. The lettering will be reduced in size from the submitted rendering.  The lettering should be no more than 12’-6” in length, centered in the sign.  

4. There will be a new projecting sign located at the right side of the wall sign.  The projecting sign will be a maximum of 36” x 36” in size.  The sign will hang from a typical, black, metal scroll bracket.

5. The colors of the wall and projecting signs will be altered to be as follows:

a. Field color


Mocha 

b. Lettering


Orange/red with a black outline

c. Border


Dark chocolate brown

d. Thumbprint logo

Gold/yellow (or dark brown if more contrast needed)

6. There will also be vinyl signage installed in the right storefront window and on the front door.  The signage will be white script style lettering with gold/yellow logos.

7. The area of all the signage must comply with zoning regulations.  The signs may be reduced proportionately in size, as needed, to meet these requirements. 

8. The existing deteriorated awning fabric will be replaced with new.  The fabric is to be black Sunbrella or Sunbrella-type material.

9. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
