HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 311 – It is proposed to install signs and aluminum storefront finish at 129 E. Third St.  OWNER:  Kevin Martin

The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signs and aluminum storefront finish at 129 E. Third St. was presented by Chon Lam.
2. New brushed aluminum panels will be installed over the 2” X 6” facing boards that replaced the mid-century metal panel system.  (Removed without HCC review.)  The panels will be installed with exposed fasteners and be appropriately trimmed at the bottom and side edges.  Shop drawings must be reviewed by the Historic Officer.  The projecting cap at the top of the sign fascia will be flashed with a brown aluminum to match the storefront window frames.

3. A circular projecting sign will be installed at the left side of the storefront sign fascia.  The sign will be 24” in diameter and have NO internal illumination.  The sign may have small external spotlights (in black) attached to the sign bracket.

4. The circular sign will be painted wood or composite material sign (HDU) hung from a black metal scroll bracket as sketched in the Commission meeting.  The sign will be a maximum of 2-3” thick.

5. The graphics on the circular sign may be any of the proposed designs submitted.

6. The wall sign will read “Euro Yogurt” in powder coated pink and blue aluminum letters.  The letters will be approximately ¼” thick aluminum and stud mounted to the new aluminum sign fascia. The new aluminum fascia may be painted an off-white behind the sign letters.  The size and shape of the background field will be coordinated between the sign maker and the Historic Officer.  There will be a contrasting 1” border around the perimeter of the background field color (darker blue or deep rose was recommended).
7. The wall sign will be illuminated with 3 gooseneck lights attached just above the sign fascia.  The gooseneck lights will be raw aluminum in color.
8. A temporary 3’x 8’ thin PVC sign may be installed for up to 60 days.  The sign will be white with pink and blue lettering as proposed for the permanent sign.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
