CASE # 316 – It is proposed to install MDO board on the storefront cornice at 13-15 E. Third St. OWNER:  Jessica Kroope

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install MDO board on the storefront cornice at 13-15 E. Third St was presented by Jessica Kroope.
2. The MDO board will be installed on the front façade above the storefront glass up to the newly revealed terra cotta projecting cornice.
3. At approximately the center of the building, the MDO board will be extended to the cast stone window sill.  The top edge of the MDO will be properly flashed to eliminate water infiltration behind the new material.
4. The applicant must make a future submission to the HCC with a decorative detail for the center section between the two projecting terra cotta cornices.  The Historic Officer should be consulted on an appropriate treatment.

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
