HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 318 – It is proposed to replace the slate roof and to replace the slate sides of the dormers with new siding at 330 E. 4th St. OWNER:  Jeffrey Greger
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the slate roof and to replace the slate sides of the dormers with new siding at 330 E. 4th St was presented by James F. Smart, Jr.
2. The slate roof will be replaced with 30 year Tamco Heritage fiberglass shingles in the “Virginia Slate” color.  A ridge vent may be installed as proposed.
3. The front and sides the dormers will be replaced with new fiber-cement lap siding with a 4” reveal and corner boards.  The smooth side of the siding should be used. The siding may be prefinished or field painted. 
4. An acceptable alternate to the siding on the sides of the dormers is the use of the same roofing shingle, if permissible by the building code.

5. The built-in box gutters will be repaired as proposed.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
