CASE # 1425- It is proposed to erect a 2-story addition to the existing house at 201 Prospect Avenue.      OWNER: Ronald Bowser

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to erect a 2-story addition to the existing house at 201 Prospect Avenue was presented by Ronald and Mary Bowser and Joe Pearl of East Allen Construction.

2. The new addition will be constructed as shown in the drawings submitted to the HARB with the following modifications and clarifications.

3. The new addition will replicate the gambrel roof form of the existing and will be joined to the existing with a perpendicular gambrel roofed connector.  
4. The new addition will have a brick first floor, panelized cedar shingle or Hardi-Plank fiber cement shake front-facing gable, and GAF Slateline shingles in the Antique Slate color.  The first level of the connector is to be finished with a hard coat stucco.  
5. The existing house is to have the aluminum siding in the gable replaced with the same shake shingle as the addition and the aluminum siding on the gambrel roof will be replaced with the GAF Slateline shingles. 
6. The windows are to be aluminum clad Pella double hung windows.
7. The exterior door is to be a Therma-Tru fiberglass door with a smooth texture, paint finish, and full light
8. The color scheme is to be reviewed at by HARB at a later date.
9. The proposed work was approved with a unanimous vote.
