WHEREAS, the Moravian Museum of Bethlehem, Inc. passed a Board Resolution releasing all funds originally assigned to the “Moravian Museum Expansion” project and rejecting all future claims to funding through the above-referenced RACP grant; and


WHEREAS, Historic Bethlehem Partnership accepted the Resolution by the Moravian Museum of Bethlehem, Inc. to release all funds originally assigned to the “Moravian Museum Expansion” project through the above-referenced RACP Grant and re-assigned those funds to the “Colonial Industrial Quarter – Renovations to Various Sites” project, as administered by Historic Bethlehem, Inc.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Bethlehem that John B. Callahan, Mayor of the City of Bethlehem, is hereby  authorized and directed to execute any and all documents necessary to transfer that portion of the above-referenced RACP Grant funds originally designated for the
