CASE # 329 – It is proposed to install an awning sign at 11 E. 4th St. OWNER:  Sandra Tsiounis
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install an awning sign at 11 E. 4th St. was presented by Mark Neglio.

2. The new awning will be black, 14’ x 4’ in size with “boostmobile” in 3M white vinyl letters and the logo in vinyl 3M tangerine color.  

3. The new awning will have the same height, projection, slope, and drop as the awning at 9 E. 4th St. 

4. The fabric will be a Sunbrella or Sunbrella-type fabric and have open ends.

5. The metal awning structure will also be the same as that at 9 E. 4th St. and be fastened into the masonry joints and not into the faces of the brick.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
