1. The proposal to install “wrought iron” fencing at 1007 Prospect Avenue was presented by Tom Barker.

2. The existing metal fence will be continued along the west and north side of the property.  The new fence will match the existing fence in material, color, and design.  

3. The new fence will be steel and have square balusters with finials and lower decorative rings and double top rail and single bottom rail.  The posts are to be square with decorative top spheres 

4. The fence will be approximately 4 ft. high.

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
