CASE # 335– It is proposed to install a double sided sign and window signage at 101 E. 3rd St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT:  John T. Brzyski/ Julie Casciano
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Ms. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a double sided sign and window signage at 101 E. 3rd St. was presented by Julie Casciano and Amanda King.

2. The double sided sign will read “Apotheca Salon & Boutique” and have a bird logo.  The sign is to be fabricated of smooth wood or composite sign material that looks like painted wood.
3. The vinyl window sign will read the same and have the same design.  
4. The vinyl door sign will be similar in design to the other signs.  
5. The web site address may be located at the bottom of the display window in smaller type as proposed.  
6. Colors are to be reviewed by the Historic Officer for historic appropriateness.
7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
