HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 370 – It is proposed to modify the approved façade at 409-411 Wyandotte St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Sycamore Hill Farm Development/ Larry Eighmey

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to modify the approved façade at 409-411 Wyandotte St. was presented by Larry Eighmey.
2. The façade renovations will follow the previous HCC approvals as shown in drawings submitted with the following modifications.
3. The apartment entrance door on the 411 façade will be recessed approximately 1’ from the plane of the front façade.

4. The emergency exit door in the 411 storefront will be deleted, if possible, and the 2 storefront windows will be extended to be 3 windows similar to the 409 Wyandotte St. storefront.

5. The solid panel above the apartment door on the 411 façade will be divided into 2 panels to align with the door panels below and look like an extension of the door.  If the egress door is not deleted, the same treatment would be followed for the panel above that door.

6. The brickote on 411 Wyandotte may be painted.

7. On the side of 409 Wyandotte the apartment door will be recessed approximately 1’ similar to the apartment door on 411 Wyandotte.
8. The paired double hung windows will be lowered and a transom to match the dimensions and height of the transom above the side entry doors installed above the windows.
9. The first floor level of the side of 409 Wyandotte may be brickoted as proposed.

10. A straight bottom awning will be installed along the side of 409 Wyandotte.  The awning may have closed ends because of proposed light fixtures to be placed under the awning and because the awning is perpendicular to the street.  The awning must be fabricated of a Sunbrella-type material.  The lighting under the awning is needed to illuminate the side walk and ramp.  The lighting must be submitted to HCC for review. 

11. The proposed signs must be reviewed by the HCC when the design, materials, and details are finalized.

12. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
