The Board upon motion by Holly Sachdev and seconded by Marsha Fritz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein:

1.   To install a hanging sign 30” x 30”, to be bracket fastened into mortar joints.

2.   The sign will be edge banded to match the background color (yellow) and the

      lettering will be dark gray.

3.   The words “The” and “Made in the USA” will be removed from the transom 

      above the doors.  The vinyl letter sizes in the transom are to be 10” for caps and

      6” for lower case.

4.   The words “Made in the USA” will be located to the window to the left of the

      doors, with the window letter size to be 6”.


5.   The motion was unanimously approved.
