HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 378 – It is proposed to add an elevator shaft and renovate the rear (Evans St.) façade at 521 E. 4th St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Rick Cantelmi/ City of Bethlehem/ Spillman Farmer Architects               












The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to add an elevator shaft and renovate the rear (Evans St.) façade at 521 E. 4th St. was presented by Bill Deegan and Irene Woodward.
2. The proposed renovations to the rear of the building were approved as shown in the drawings submitted with the following clarifications and requirements. 
3. The existing 1 ½ story loading dock structure will be converted to a new entrance lobby, and new doors, signage, and lighting will be added.  The concrete block will be painted black.

4. The existing overhead utility door will be removed and the opening altered to receive the new entrance doors.

5. The new wide door will be a full light metal door with a long vertical door handle and a direct glazed sidelight in an aluminum frame.

6. A steel angle will be added to the concrete block wall above the door in line with the water table of the existing building.  The angle will extend to provide a canopy at the door and will receive an individually lettered sign indicating the address and name of the second floor tenant.

7. A row of 6 vapor jar light fixtures will be installed above the steel angle and will be wired with exposed conduit.

8. The wall above the light fixtures is to be given interest and texture by the addition of a grid of highway reflectors.  The proposal will be altered to have 2 fewer rows of reflectors so they are harder to reach from the sidewalk.

9. The elevator shaft will be added to the rear of the existing structure.  The shaft above the concrete block facade will be set back about 1 to 1 ½ feet and clad in horizontal corrugated metal. The metal cladding will be painted black.

10. The existing razor wire at the top of the concrete block wall must be removed, and the dumpster will be relocated to the other side of the street

11. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
