CASE # 388 – It is proposed to install window signage at 15 E. Third St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Jessica Kroope /Vito Villani

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install window signage at 15 E. Third St. was presented by the Historic Officer in the absence of the applicant.

2. The window signs will read “Lehigh Valley Barber School, can you make the cut” (the logo) in black and white lettering on the two doors and one window.  Additional information about services, the telephone number, and hours of operation will be located below the logos and on an additional window.

3. All the lettering, except for the logo, will be white and must be reduced in size by 25% from the submitted rendering.

4. The center two doors will each have the logo, one will have the telephone number and website address, and the other will have the hours.

5. The left window will read “Services Offered:  Men’s Haircut, Beard Shave & Trim, Eyebrows, Facial & Scalp Massaging, Shampoo, Hair Coloring, Curling, Waving; work is done by students”.

6. The right window will have the logo along with the hours, telephone number, and website.

7. A scaled drawing showing the requested revisions must be submitted for review by the Historic Officer.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
