HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 403 – It is proposed to install signs at 520-526 E. 4th St.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Council of Spanish Speaking Organizations/ Lorna Velazquez
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Silvoy and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signs at 520-526 E. 4th St. was presented by Lorna Velazquez.
2. Signs will be installed on 520 E. Fourth St. as follows:
· Sign 1, located in the Gothic arch above the existing door, will read “Lehigh Valley Hispanic Center” with 520 and the Hispanic center logo.  The sign will have an ivory, beige, or stone color background with a logo in shades of orange, green, and blue, and blue and black text and border.   

· Sign 2, located on the glass of the door, will be white vinyl lettering with the hours no more than 2” high.  

· Sign 3, located on or above the doors, will read “Lehigh Valley WIC Program” with the Hispanic center logo on a beige, ivory, or stone color background with blue and/or black text.  
3. Signs will be installed at 526 E. Fourth St. as follows:

· Sign 4 & 5 will be changed to hang from the porch beams with a rigid mount. One sign will face 4th Street and the other will be perpendicular to the street.  The signs will read “Lehigh Valley, Basilio Huertas Senior Center, Social Services, Administration” with the Hispanic center logo.    Both signs will be 24” x 24” in size and will include the Hispanic center logo on a beige, ivory, or stone color background with blue and/or black text.
4. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
