HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 419 – It is proposed to install an emergency generator and fence at 1220 Prospect Ave.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Diocese of Allentown/ Holy Family Manor
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install an emergency generator and fence at 1220 Prospect Ave was presented by Heather Kessler from Holy Family Manor.
2. The generator will be 125kw and installed on the north facing side of the building.  

3. A solid cedar fence either stained medium brown or left natural will be installed around the generator.  The fence will be 6” higher than the finished generator.

4. The final details of the fencing need to be reviewed by the Historic Officer before purchase and installation.

5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
