HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 420 – It is proposed to install temporary murals to the buildings at 409 and 441 Wyandotte St. and 301 Broadway.  

OWNER/APPLICANT:  Larry Eighmy/ Reinaldo Valentin
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install temporary murals to the buildings at 409 and 441 Wyandotte St. and 301 Broadway was presented by Larry Eighmy and Reinaldo Valentin.
2. The murals will be created on plywood and screwed into the buildings and removed after 6 weeks.  Two murals (4’x8’ & 8’x8’) will be installed on the front of Wells Fargo building on Broadway.  

3. Two murals (8’x16’ & 12’x16’) will be installed on 409 Wyandotte St; each will be installed 6’ from the ground.  4’x8’ and 6’x6’ murals will be created of neighborhood people and installed on 441 Wyandotte St with 4” lag bolts.  

4. The walls must be patched after the art work is removed.
5. It is also proposed to install woven yarn around the tree trunks and light posts on W 4th and Wyandotte Sts.  The yarn will be from the base of the tree up 5’. 
6. The applicants need to coordinate the yarn installation with the City of Bethlehem arborist.
7. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
