HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 423 – It is proposed to install a sign at 503 E. 4th St. 

OWNER/APPLICANT: Rick Cantelmi / Ellen Larmer

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Roeder seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 503 E. 4th St. was presented by Ellen Larmer.
2. The sign will read “The Beauty of Zion Perfection in Beauty. . .”.  It will be a double-sided projecting sign 24” x 36” maximum in size.  It will be centered above the door, just above the lintel, and will be hung from a traditional black metal bracket fastened into mortar joints.

3. The left window sign will be reduced by approximately 50% in size to be more historically appropriate.

4. The proposed motion was approved by a 5 to 1 vote.  Ms. Pongracz voted against the projecting sign because she thought it was too similar to the window signage in design.
