CASE # 424 – It is proposed to install a sign at 738 E. 4th St.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lader seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 738 E. 4th St. was presented by Ellen Larmer.
2. The sign will read “Borinquen Restaurant” in an oval projecting sign that will replace the existing box sign in the same location.

3. The new sign will be mounted into mortar joints and may have external spot lights similar to those used at 97 W. Broad St.  The lights must be approved by the Historic Officer.  
4. The existing box sign must be removed from the façade.
5. The proposed motion was unanimously approved.
